The Royal Saskatchewan Museum (RSM) is a
Canadian natural history museum. Founded in
1906, it is the first museum in Saskatchewan,
and the first provincial museum in the three
Prairie Provinces.

The RSM has a theatre space for 300, a
large lobby that can host receptions for up
to 300 and a boardroom for 12. Host a fun
networking reception that includes food
stations, cocktails, and a scavenger hunt
through the museum'’s galleries.
